my parents persecute me a lot, I am
not sad because I have Jesus.  Jesus
has given me eternal life, I continu-
ously experience abundant joy and
peace and strength in my heart. Just
remember me in your prayers that
God would touch and open their
hearts for Jesus Christ.”
